Answers for ages 11-14 worksheet questions 

Why is this event so important? It shows that Jesus came for all people, not just the 

Jewish or the people in the land where He lived. 

 

How many of these “wise men” came to see Jesus? We don’t know. We just know there 

were three gifts. 

 

What types of gifts did they give Jesus?   

Gold, frankincense, and myrrh. Gold symbolizes royalty, frankincense is an incense and 

symbolizes Jesus’ priestly status, and myrrh is an ointment that foreshadows Jesus 

death and burial. They were very costly gifts, fit to give a king.
